Let’s speak today about ordinal numbers, these numbers that help us
to express the rank of things.
In this lesson, we have two of them : la premiere and la deuxieme.

Attention !
These forms are feminine ones : ordinal numbers agree in gender and
in number with the noun they refer to.

Let’s now have a look at these ordinal numbers :

Premier, premiére ler, 1ére First
Deuxiéme ou second, second Peme. pod. gnde Second
Troisiéme 3éme Third
Quatrieéme 4éme Fourth
Cinquiéme - i Fifth
Sixiéme Geme Sixth
Septiéme e Seventh
Huitiéme groe Eighth
Neuviéme Qéme Ninth
Dixiéme 1Qéme tenth

Notice it’s easy to form these numbers. Except for the first one, we
take the cardinal number, we drop its —e if it has one then we add —
eme.

And we add /e, la or les just before the number.

In French we don’t have such a word as both. To express it, we often
use : les deux (which is OK for both masculine and feminine).
Sometimes we can also use tous les deux (masculine form) or foutes
des deux (feminine form).
Sandrine a accepté de garder les deux enfants.
Faisons les deux.
