Here we meet for the first time pronoun en.

In the first sentence, it replaces the indefinite article and the noun.
We could translate it with some.
J’en ai (= des tickets de métro).

In the second sentence, it could be translated by one of them.

Je t’en donne un (= un des tickets de métro)

In the third sentence, it replaces the partitive article and the noun.
We could translate it by some.
1l y en a toujours beaucoup le samedi (= du monde)

It may also replace other words or expressions. We’ll see that later.

The Paris Métropolitain (we say Métro) is the rapid transit metro
system in Paris. It has 16 lines, mostly underground, and a total
length of 214 km (133 miles). There are 300 stations.

The Métro is a symbol of Paris. It’s famous for its station
architecture, using the Art Nouveau style. Hector Guimard (1867-
1942), architect, designed most of them, near the year 1900.
